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UK research context: so what? 
ïHigh admin reporting burden on institutions/researchers 

ïUniversities, funders, policy makers canôt easily analyse 

research outcomes to drive decisions on where to target 

investment and effort 

ïIt is not a hospitable environment for the use of new metrics 

the could improve the efficiency of processes like the REF 

ïIt is not easy to demonstrate the impact of UK research and 

this matter for a few reasonsé
