with researchers working in your area of interest 
The websites and databases highlighted in this booklet are good places to start if you are 
looking to develop a working relationship with an academic in a particular subject area, but do 
not have existing contacts. Use the database to identify researchers working in your area of 
interest then contact them for guidance. Programme Managers or Centre Directors are often a 
good fi rst port of call, as they have an overview of the projects and researchers involved in their 
areas of expertise. Alternatively, contact your local university – if they are not able to help you, 
they will have networks to identify colleagues who can, and a face-to-face meeting can be a 
productive investment towards identifying useful opportunities.
